Tomoko has radically reinterpreted and restructured the classical calligraphic canon in order to respond to the cultural expectations of a new age. And
by SO doing, she has created a new pictorial 1anguage which, while rooted in the past civilisations of both Japan and China, is arresting, completely

original and beautiful.
